2) 2 liters of oil

3) 4 pounds of salt

4) 6 Bottles of soy sauce

5) 6 Bottle of fish sauce

6) 2 Cases of instant noodles
7) 20 Cans of sardines.

B) Well Project Activities: Please
pray for enough funds to do the water-
well project.
