This quarter our
activity level has returned to normal.
The government has allowed people to
gather once again, but the COVID
infection is starting back in Cambodia
in late June, the government has been
very careful to allow people in the
country to gather in larger group
numbers.

Church Relation Ministry:

Pastor Support: CMC Cambodia has
provided partial support for 11 pastors
in four provinces. They serve their own
churches with good results. The
financial support helps the pastors with
their daily expenses during their travel
to cell churches. It also operates other
Christian ministries in targeted areas.
1-Pastor Mam SamOeurn’s church
has 25 people in attendance every
Sunday. He
travels with his
assistant pastor
to other
villages outside
of his
hometown and
preaches  the
Christ through
leaflets and
sharing testimonies of Christian life
with non-believers in villages. Please
pray for new people who have trusted
Jesus as their Savior. The new
believers are attending different church
locations near their homes. Pastor
SamOeurn preaches at two services
every Sunday. Two leaders have been
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trained in evangelism and discipleship.
Pastor SamOeun attends a monthly
committee meeting with pastors from
four different provinces.
Please pray for Pastor SamOeurn for
enough funds to complete the church
building; for food relief; and for good
health for himself as he is now very
sick, he has had a stroke and pray for
the new believers. He receives $100
per month from CMC for his ministry
through donations received for him.
2-Pastor Phan Sophun’s church has
122 people in attendance on Sunday.
He preaches at
nine  services
every Sunday.
Pastor Sophun
visits cell-
churches,
teaching
leaders and
church
members. 24
leaders  have
been trained in New Life in Christ. He
preaches the gospel of Jesus Christ
through  leaflets and  Christian

testimonies to non-believers in villages
outside of his area. This quarter 98
people have believed in Jesus as their
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Savior. They attend church services
close to their homes. He receives $200
per month from CMC which supports
his  ministry  through donations
received for him.

Pastor Rin and
his wife travel to villages and schools
outside of their hometown to share the
love of God. He preaches the good



news of salvation in Jesus to everyone.
Six people believed in Jesus as their
Savior and 35 people were baptized in
this quarter. The new believers attend
churches near their homes. He preaches
at nine services every Sunday. Pastor
Rin and his wife attend a monthly
committee meeting with pastors from
four different provinces. They travel to
a group of churches to teach the Bible.
He teaches what he has learned from
Cambodian Ministries for Christ and
other classes. 12 leaders have been
trained in evangelism. Pastor Rin and
his wife visit and pray for church

families, including a Bible study with
them. Praise God for using him to bless
people.

Sokhorn attends monthly church
committee  meetings  with  other
churches and pastors from different
locations in the provinces via Zoom
meetings and sometimes face-to-face.
Once per month he conducts TEE
(Theological Education by Extension)
and pastor instruction at his main
church. 90 leaders have been trained by
Pastor Sokhorn.

month from CMC which supports his
ministry through donations received
for him.

Through these
feIIowshlp times heencouraed them

to‘keep up their faith in Christ and
continue to pray, participate and
practice with churches in growing the
groups to reach souls for Christ
according to their knowledges and their
confessions. Besides of having the
fellowship, he is encouraging others to
love God, love His Church and
strengthen the relationships with one
another. He had an evangelism training
(Weekly Evangelism Club) for 383
people among New Life Churches
